Has the Housing Market Really 

ñBOTTOMED OUTò?

You hear it in every news chan-

nel, the media and stock inves-

tors believe that housing has 

bottomed and prices have finally 

stabilized.  But is this really 

true?  Well, yes, in many areas it 

is. Such as in Sorrento, there are 

very few homes listed for sale (low inventory) and 

buyers clamor for more (high demand).   

Government intervention to date has been ex-

tremely helpful in preventing an even more dra-

matic decline in home prices. Without historically 

low mortgage rates, support for Freddie Mac, Fan-

nie Mae and FHA, and an $8,000 tax credit, how 

far would sales have fallen this year and what 

would that decline in demand have done to pric-

ing? 

As it particularly applies to Sorrento, the market 

activity for the last 6-months has been GREAT 

with 32 properties (5%) being for sale, in escrow, 

or sold , beating the national average.  How do 

these numbers breaks down?   
 

There were 15 properties SOLD (closed escrows), 

there are 9 properties currently PENDING (in es-

crow), and there are 8 properties ACTIVE (for 

sale).Prices for Sold homes ranged from: $601,000 

- $850,000. Listed prices for homes in Escrow 

range from:  $620,000 - $860,000. Listed prices 

for homes currently for Sale range from: $710,000 

- $879,000. 
 

Three of the 8 homes presently for sale are ñShort-

Salesò (meaning that the homes are selling for less 

than what the bank is owed). The other 5 are 

ñRegular Sales.ò 
 

Of the homes presently in escrow:  5 are ñShort-

Sales and 3 are ñREOôsò (bank-owned) And, of the 

15 that SOLD (from May 1 ï November 1, 2009): 

4 were Short-Sales, 7 were Regular Sales and 4 

were REOôs (bank-owned). 
 

The average price per sq. ft. for homes currently 

for sale is: $279.78. The average price per sq. ft. 

for homes currently in escrow is: $242.92. The 

average price per sq. ft. for homes that sold in the 

last 6-months was: $254.12

Final Sales Prices for the SOLD homes ranged between 

94.55% - 106.37% of the listed price.  This is REALLY 

good news meaning that Sorrento Homes are still being 

sought after and holding their sales value in reference 

to the current market value.  Of course, if you have 

been living in this community since 2001, when I 

moved in, you have seen prices skyrocket to unforeseen 

levels in 2006, some almost doubling in price from the 

purchase price at the peak of the market.  But, what 

goes up must come down, and we have survived the 

market decline much better than other communities in 

the area. The future is showing glimmers of hope, and 

if current conditions continue, we should see sales 

prices gradually climbing but at a much slower pace 

than previously experienced.
